LEGAL AID SHARES VETERANS PROGRAM SUCCESS 

AT WHITE HOUSE EVENT

Last Veterans Day, Congressman John Yarmuth awarded Legal Aid a $79,000 grant from the Legal Services Corporation (LSC) to provide legal assistance to low-income Kentucky veterans. 
On November 19th of this year, we were invited to share our success at a Middle Class Task Force event hosted by Vice President Joe Biden and Veterans Affairs Secretary Eric Shinseki at the White House.  The event focused on strategies to bolster the middle class and help families secure their legal rights.
Over the past year, our Kentucky Corps of Advocates for Veterans (KCAV) program has received nationwide acclaim.  KCAV allows us to reach out to the 344,000 veterans who live in Kentucky and assist with the legal obstacles that prevent some of them from achieving a stable and prosperous transition into civilian life.  Veterans who fight to protect our rights should have access to the assistance they deserve.

To date, the Kentucky Corps of Advocates for Veterans has helped near​ly 100 clients. “John” is a veteran who has had trouble finding a job due to his Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder and was threatened with eviction from his home. KCAV staff successfully kept John in his home while he actively searches for a job and continues his medical treatment.

Online intake for veterans now available

Veterans may now apply for Legal Aid services online through an innovative intake system posted on the Legal Aid website. The online intake technology allows veterans to enter their security-protected information to determine eli​gibility for assistance. Staff then use that information to refer the veteran to the appropriate pro bono attorney, service organization, or information source.
